Ricca reported that this year’s PROTOS event will be on Friday, June 25, 2010 at the Surf & Sand Resort in Laguna Beach. The open cocktail hour will take place on the terrace, and the Pelican Ballroom will house the main event and the After Party will be in the neighboring ballroom.
· Ricca also noted that this year’s theme is “Art of PR”.  The program will focus on celebrating Orange County’s finest PR artists and will integrate the 35-year history of PROTOS.
· The next committee meeting takes place Wednesday, March 10; site visit and menu tasting either March 31 or April 7
· Ricca has secured approximately 20 committee  members. Other details to note:

· Sponsorship is open to March 1 – packages were sent out. The general membership will be alerted March 15.
· The call for entries will be posted on Friday – early entry deadline is April 23, the late is May 7.
· Entry costs $85 members/$130 for non members, $50 students.
· Portland Metro is the chapter partner for reciprocal judging 
· For attendees, there will be special room rates at $195 per night, nearly a 50 percent discount from the normal rate. 
Advocacy – Jenny Wedge

· Following efforts to gather insights through an online survey regarding trends and issues facing the PR industry in Orange County, the advocacy committee is considering April for a State of the Industry lunch event.  Gifts are under consideration for those who donated research time.

· Jenny addressed the issue of considering sponsorship opportunities, for members at the event to consider (noting attendance will likely be at a premium).  Also, discussion ensued for the potential for promotional items to be given to attendees. 

· Discussion was also opened on the potential for having dynamic panel members for the program, including a local notable personality or business leader that could serve as emcee. Possible candidates mentioned, including: Chapman University President Jim Doti, Churm Media CEO Steve Churm, OCBJ Marketing & Media Writer Michael Volpe, area practitioner Joan Gladstone and BJ’s Brewhouse Chief Marketing Officer Matt Hood.
Programs– Kate Mossbarger

· Kate provided an update on efforts underway to provide a lunch program topic surrounding awards submissions and rankings pursuits for March.  To date, Kate has secured OC METRO Editor Tina Borgatta, a member of the leadership team from PainePR and is looking for someone from the corporate side.  Danny Craig mentioned that he is pursuing the vice president of marketing from CHOC to address the topic of rankings as a part of the event panel.   
· Kate also reported that she is talking to Disney about a program for late summer, for an all-inclusive review of their PR strategy.  Cynthia Ragland noted the need to keep the Disney events fanned out, as she is pursuing a senior roundtable event for later in the year.
· Kate noted that she also hopes to cover ethics and social media case studies as program issues this year.

· Kate also reported that she participated in the Western District call, learned that many programs will be replicated from last year.

· Kate is open to ideas and topics for future events.
Membership—Kristin Bush
· Kristin reported on developments underway to further develop a membership perks card. This card would be sent to all members and promoted at chapter lunches, via emails, etc. Kristin reported that the card could be positioned as a fundraiser for OC/PRSA. Discussion ensued on how to move forward, solicit participating partners and gather documents from other fundraisers/sponsorships to develop a program package that can be emailed/delivered to interested partners.

· Kristin noted an opening budget of $650 including production of 400 cards.

· Discussion was opened on the potential of utilizing website sponsorships which can be utilized here. Katie recommended that partners could have two levels of commitment – one that includes additional promotion on the website with banner ads.

· Kristin would like try and have each board member secure two partners, Ricca will forward PROTOS verbiage to use for sales dialogue.
· Kristin opened a discussion to other areas in which the chapter can create member benefits which are exclusive – points discussed:

· Kristin would like to host a new members breakfast on 3/31, 8-9 a.m. Kristin will provide all logistics and support, she simply needs a venue.  She will arrive at 7:30 a.m. to handle details.

· Kristin opened discussion on considering special events in which members can invite prospective members.

· Member benefits letter – Bridget Jackson drafted a letter to address member benefits. This letter can be used to also attract new members to the group as well as membership retention.
· Katie requested that all board members make a list of professionals they will reach out to, to pursue potential members to join.

Community Outreach — Doug Fleischli
· Doug reported on his plans for a job networking event.  He is in discussion with Greg Wood, a professional career manager from The HireRoad.  The event focus will be on building partnerships and/or consultancies. This will be held at Paradise Perks in Irvine on Tuesday, March 9.  Doug has been promoting the event through LA/OC linked in.

· Ricca was inquiring as to whether or not a check went out regarding signature awards.

· Bridget wanted to confirm status of diversity expenses.  She noted that Laarni Dacanay may be removed from the outstanding accounts receivables list, since she was an event sponsor.

· Bridget reported that the last event was intimate but with impact – attendees came from as far as San Diego, which is a testament to the impact and reach of the event dynamic.
