But David’s life soon changed when 
the FBI launched an investigation into allegations of kickbacks to physicians and unnecessary 
heart surgeries at some of its hospitals. With 112 hospitals in 16 states, the very survival of 
Santa Barbara-based Tenet was at stake. The story kept multiplying, with arrests, state 
investigations and more.
